Located on the serene marshes of the South Edisto River, Salt Point features diverse outdoor recreational 
opportunities on a backdrop of an expansive protected view corridor. The upland consists of 77 acres of 
mature hardwoods, live oak trees and native palmetto trees, all representative of the idealized Lowcountry 
landscape. There is a small freshwater pond, an existing road system, and opportunity for multiple homesites. 
In addition to the 77 acres, Salt Point enjoys a private 21-acre saltwater impoundment which provides 
rich habitat for fish and birds, including migratory waterfowl. The conservation easement with 

The The Nature Conservancy provides for one subdivision and two crabbing docks.
