The front of the property sits on a hill top and 
you’re able to get a great view of the prop-
erty. In the middle of the property there is 
a nice 1/3 acre pond that would serve well 
for cattle, wildlife or fishing. Mostly native 
pasture and mesquites reside in this area, 
leaving plenty of places for deer, hogs and 
doves to call home. Two creeks traverse the 
property giving it extra character. One is a 
small wet-weather creek and the other is 
Pond Creek. The areas along this creek are 
lower and may flood, but present great areas 
for growing hay or other crops thanks to the 
retained moisture there. These creeks offer 
cover and habitat for birds and all sorts of 
wildlife in the area.

There are several good building spots near 
the county road for barns, homes, shops and 
more. There is approximately 350’ of road 
frontage as well.

The property is currently under a grazing and 
crop lease. Property is partially fenced, and 
would need additional fencing for cattle or 
livestock.
