ARTICLE! 
NAME,PRlNCIPAI,OFFICEANDREGJSTJ!IUIDOFFICll 

1.01 Name. This oorporation shall be known as Nocona Hi1ls0wners Association, Inc. hereinafter referred to as "the 
Association." 

1.02 Prineipal Office. 11,eprincipa] office of theAs.50ciation shull be located at Nocona Hills, Montague County, Texas. 

1. 03 Registered Office. The Association shall have and continuously maintain in the State of Texas a registered office, and a 
registered agcut who,c olli<e is identical with such registered office, as required by the Texas Nouprofit CotporalionAct. 

ARTICLEII 
DllFINITIONB 

The ti,Dowing word, or phrases, wbcu used in these Bylaws (unless the contextsball otherwise indicate), sball have the following

2.01. "Association" shall mean and refer to the Nocona HillsOwnc.rs.Asoociation. lnc. . 

2. 02. "Property" shall mean and refer to Nocona Hills Subdivision in Montague County, Texas, as delineated and depicted in 
the various plats or maps of said subdivision or parts thereof placed of record by the developer, La1ce Nocona Acres,~ a Texas 
Co,poration, and/or Noeoua Hills Property Owners.ru,;ociatiou, Ine. 

2.03. "Association Facilities" shall mean and refer to all real and personal property owned by the Association. including,. but 
not limited to, thestteets, roads and other public,,ays, fena,s, ga""', secorityeqwpmcut; parking and beach areas, boat 
launching ramps, camping areas, structures used lo house and maintain such facililies and other real and pcn,ona) property used 
for the acquisition. ownership, construction, management and care of'"Association Facilities". 

2.D4- "IA>t" shaD mean and refer to each lot shown On the recorded.Association Recotds excluding Association Facilities. The 
term shall include the land and all improvements then:on and appurtenances thereto. 

2.05. "Owner" shall mean and refer to the holder(s) of record title to the fee simple interest in a lot. 

~o6. "Member" shall mean audrefer to the owner{s) of a lot in the Nocona Hills SubdhiisiOIL. The ownct(s)-shall be 
considered one member. In the event the owner(s) are not individuals the owner(s) shall designate anuually one individual as 
the member. 

2.07. "Covenants" shall mean and refer to the Amended Restrictive Covenants running with title lo the lots and Properly 
situated in Nocona Hills Subdivision reoonled in Volume 241 beginning on Page 671 of the Official Public Records of Montagne 
County, Texas. 

2.o8. "Family' shall mean a spouse and all children 18 and under living with their parents(s) or children who are full time 
college studcuts and under the age of 25. Indiw!uals living together and acting as a fumily unit; subject lo the approval of lhe 
Nocona Hills Property Owners Association Boaro. of Direcl()ll; er their designee. may be extended the same rights and privileges. 
No rule or procedure can be created that '\'lOlates this definition. 

2.09. "Guc,t" shall mean and refer to individua1s invited by a member or lessee to enter the properties. 

2-10. "Good Standing" sball mean that the mcmhcr hascompli,d with the provisionsof ArlicleXIll and XIV of these Bylaws 
and is not delinquent in payments to the association. 
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2.u.. "Board" shall mean and refer to the Board of Directors of the As.'iOciation. 

2.12. "Consliluted IAtts" shall mean and refer to multiple Jots combined into one lot for all pmposes under these Bylaws. See 
L\·07 of these Bylam; for detailed requirements. 

2.13. "Contractor' shall mean and refer to any and all comtruction companies, seniice companies, trades. independent 
conlractors. landsoopets. repairmen, mechanics, material suppliers, domestic help, caregivers and other business invitees 
entering the properly at the request of one or more owners, members. residents or the.Association. 

2.14, "Malntenanee" s:hail mean and refer to malcing ncoessaryrepairs, additions. alterations and minorimprovenicnts to 
permit safe use of .Association Facilities and to prolong the useful life of the Facilities consistent with managing the A-ssociation 
in the best interests of the members and these Bylaws. 

:u5, "Lessee" shall mean and refer lo the individunl(s) who have entered into a bona fidcwritten]eaoo agreement v.ith an 
owner and who have fully and in a timely manner complied with all :requirements of the.Association. 

2.16. "Residence" shall mean.and refer to any lot with a structure that could be used as a residence having water, electric, and 
septic services attached to it and configured iD s:uch a way as to be construed to be or could be used for a personal residence. 

2.17. "Billable I.ot" shall mean and refer to any lot on which annual assessments app}yunder:14.01. 

2.18 "Developer" For Owners of Multiple lots, a developer status will be granted provided the owner meets developer 
requirements set out-for Montague County tax inventory status. 

2.19 "Improved Properly'. P,uper\Y that bavcslroclural improvements on them but are not habitable residences. 

2.20 "Non-Raidcntial". Private1y Owned ColJlD1Cfcia1 or non-residentia1 Property. Property owned by an indiv.idual or 
entity other than Nooona Hills Owners Association. 

ARTICLEID 
RESPONSIBIUTIES OF ASSOCIATION AND MEMBERS 

3.01 Covenants Binding on Association and Members. The Covenants and all additional and further restrictions, 
oovcnants, casements and liens which may be filed of record on any part of the Property, are acknowledged lo bel"alid and 
binding upon the.Association and its membcts.. Further, all present and future awneni Qflot9, lessee$or. ;my other person who 
might use, io any manner, Association Facili.lies, are subject to the provisions set forth in these Bylaws and Rules and Proccilures 
promulgated by the Board pursuant to authority granted herein. The acquisition, lease or rental of any Jot or the occupancy of 
anydwclling thereon, will s;g,,;fy that the eov.mmts, Bylam;and Rules and Pl-ocedures are accepted, approved and ratified and 
shall be observed. 

3,02 Functions of the Association in General. This Association shall have, exercise and enjoy all of the rights, privileges 
and remedies, and shall perform all of the functions and duties assigned to, delegated to, granted to and required of it by the 
terms and provisions of the Covenants and such further rights and powers as may be appropriate under the Article of 
Incorporation and applieab1e law. 

3.03 Security .Arrangements. The.Association maintains a 24/7 manned entty gate at the only entrance access to Nocona 
Hills. It is also open ro Sherilf Palrol within thepropertie., along with a neighborhood wall:h program.Although theA,sociation 
:reasonably believes that 1he existence and visibility of the manned gate and such patrol does discourage the commission of 
criminal acts within the properties, nevertheless the Association does neither watraDt nor guarantee that these arrangements are 
sufficient and adequate to diminish or eliminate lhe commission of crimes against persons or property, or lhat such will not be 
attempted or occur within lhc properties. These local arrangements are neither designed nor intended to replace lhe 
conventional sheriff, polioe, fire pro~n and paramedical services available from area govemme:ntal authorities. 

3.04 Insurance.. The Association shall cany liability insurance generallyc.overing bodilyinjmyand ~damage arismg 
out of the Association and adequate fidclily eovcrage to proteetag,rinst wsbonest acts by its officers, direclors, trustees and 
emp)OfeeS and all others who are responsible for handling funds of the Association. The .Association will not carry any insurance 
pertaining ro, nor assume any liability c,r responsibility for the real or per.;onal property of owners, lessees, re.ideals and their 
respective family member;'I and guests. Each owner, lessee. resident and member expressly understand the covenants and agrees 
that the Association does not have any respons,bility or liability of any kind for real or personal property of each owner, lessee, 
resident, member or their guests. · 
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3.05 VmJation of the Covenants or Bylaws..Anymcmber who violates the Covenants or Bylaws of the Association will be 
notified in writing and given an allotted time to rectify the violation. Failttre to correct the violation within the given allotted time 
will result in a minimum assessment as delennined bytbe Board but not Jess than one hundred dollars ($100.00) per month 
affective on tho first (1") day after the allotted time expires and each month thereafter until the TIOlation is corrected. If the 
violation continqes beyond 'six (6) months, the member will Jose ail member.iliip privileges effective on the one hundred eighty 
'first (181) day in addition to the above monthly assessment. 

3.o6 MediatiotL No lot owner, homeowner, or resident,. shall instigate litigation against the Association without first seeking a 
resolution of lhc matter through Mediation. Said persons shall attempt to resolve any dispute amkably without the necessity of . 
litigation. Acoordingly, they agree if any dispute arises between them and the As.sociation, that prior to the commencement of 
any Jegalacti<>n they mil lin;t use the procedures specified herein by giving written notice lo the Association describing in 
general terms the nature of the Dispute. the Initialing Party's claim for relief,. and identifying one or more individuals with 
authority to seU1c the Dispute on the Initiating Party's behalf. The .Association shall have thirty (30) business days within which 

, to designate by written notice to the Initiating Party one or more individualswilh authority lo 5ett1e the Dispute on the 
Responding party's behalf. The individuals so desigoated shall be known as the" Aothorizedlndividuals." If the Dispule has not 
been resolved within ninety (90) days from the ~te of their initial meeting, the parties shall cease direct negotiations and shall 
submit the Dispute to mediation in accordance with the procedure set out in the Association's Procedures and Rules. 

ARTICLEIV 
USE, ENJOYMENT,MANAGEMENT AND OWNERSHIP 

OF ASSOCIATIONFACIUTl!S 

401 Use of .Association Facilities. The me and enjoyment of Association facilities is limited to property owner., and lessees 
and their respective families and guests. Use and enjoyment of the facilities shall be pursuant to Rules and Procedures 
established by the Board. The Boan! has the authorily lo malre specific =options to the Rules and Proced.,.. regarding the ase 
of Association -facilities. 

4,-02 Rules and Procedures for use of Association Facilities. The Board shall establish such roles and procedures as 
may be necessary for the management as well as the safe. orderly use and enjoyment of Associating Facilities. The roles and 
procedures will include but not be limited lo the righlS and privileges of owner.;, lessees nod therr fumilles and guest 

4-03 Management of Association Facilities. The Association, by nod through ilS Board, has the sole respons11illilyand 
liability for the owm:rship, maintenance, improvement, management. administralion and regulation of.Association Facilities, 
and fund. for such pw:poses, including all fee.sand other cbatgesas hereinafter provided, or such othc, funds as may be 
available to the Association. The Association may provide for additional charges,. other than maintenance fees, for services 
provided to members. 

4.04 Lease of Lot. .A3 an incident of ownership of a ]ot in lhc Subdivision, the owners thereof may lease such lot, together with 
the appurtenant right to use the commonly owned facilities. During the term of the lea.9e the owner retains all voting rights. 
Les.see shall complete and file an Information Form with lhe Association. A lessee of a lot in the subdivision shall not become a 
member of the Association. The owner of the premises oontinucs to be a member of the Association, and fully obligated for the 
assessment as provided for herein. 

4.05 Termination of Use P.rivilegc:s. Use privi1cgc8 shall automatically terminate when the applkablc requirements as to 
ownership or tenancy cease. 

4o6 Guest Cards.. Directors may authori:re the issuance, upon such tem1S and conditions as it shall determine, of tempormy 
Guest Cards for guests to enter the property without being accompanied by a member. 

4.07 F.ntrancc Pass. Entrance passes may be issued lo persons such as domeslicworlcers contractors or other temporary 
-visitors whose use of the common :facilities is limited. 

ARTICLEV 
MEMBERS AND VOTING RIGHTS 

5.oJ. limitation on Number of Memberships per lot.. Membership shall be llinited to one (1.) member per lot. 

5.02 Voting Rights of Members. Each memberof th.e .Asoociation, as defined in 2.06 shall have one vote for each lot owned. 
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ARTICLEVI 
VOTING, MEEI'INGS OFMEMBEQSAND ELllCl'lON OF DIJIECI'OJIS 

6.01 Voting. All matters to be voted upon by members of the .Association shall be ballots mailed, hand-carried, or electronically 
transmitted lo the Association offioe. Unless specifieally prowled for elsewhere in these Bylaws, ballots, together with neeessary 
information, shall be mailed, or eleclrorucally transmitted lo all members, not earlier than sixty (6o) days or la"" than twenty 
(20) days prior lo the closing date for accep1ance of ballots. 

[a] Eledion.s. The election of Directmsshail be beld every three (3) yem,, during the last qua-of the tiscaJ year. Also, if the 
Board proposes a revision in the Byla'WS, or the Board receives a request(s) for a revision in the Bylaws. signed by at ]east one 
hum:ked {100) separate members, the :requested change(s) shall be voled on at this time. This period may also be used for voting 
on other matters as determiocd necessary by the Bomd. 

[b J Spedal Eleetions. Special elections may be ealled at any time by the Board for other matters, such as revising Bylaws, 
requesting budget approval or requesting approwl of an Improvement Assessment. The Bom:d is required lo call a special 
election for the remowl of one or more Directors, or for other matten, if it receives a petition staling the reasoD(s) therefore and 
the petition is signed by at least twenty (20) percent of the members of the Association. The Board shall, within ninety (90) days 
of the .reccipt ofsuch a petition, submit the mattcr(s) to the members for a vote. 

[cl Vote Verification and Tabulation. The election Commitlreshall verify that each vote bas been cast and signed bya 
member,sbail count and/nr supennsc theconnting of ballots, lalmlate the votes and certify in writing to the Secretary of the 
Association the results of the elcction. How an individual owner voted is strictly confidential No person involved in the 
tabulation of votes may be related to a candidate within the 3nl degree of consanguinity of affinity. 

[d] ValidityofVote. In order for a vote on any matter to bev.ilid, ballots for at least twenty percent (20%) of all eligible votes 
must be cast. 

[ e] Recollllt. Any request for a recount will be handled in acconlance with the Texas Property Code 

6.02. Meetings of Members. 

[a]ArutualMeeling..AnannualmcetingofthemembemoftheAssociationshallbeheldontheFnstSaturdayofAprillo 
review the accomplishments of the previous year and discos., other matters of importance. No voting shall be conducted during 
the meeting. 

[b] Specia!Meelin115. Special -..gs of the membem may be called by the Presiden~ the Board orupo11 petition signed by 
members holding voting rights to not less than twenty percent (2096) of the total votes outstanding as determined in accordance 
with Section5.02.Any such petition m~state the intended pmpose(s) of the special moo ling and the Bcmdshall call the 
meeting within thirty (30) days of receipt of the n,qnest. 

[cl Notice of the Meeting. Members shall be nnlified of the date, hour and place of the annual meeting on the Association 
Web Site. Membetsshall be notified of other meetings not less than ten (10) days or more than sixty (60) days before the date of 
such meeting. To the extent possible such notices shall be put on the Association web site or jncluded with the members 
statement, thus avoiding a special mailing. The notice shall slate the p~ date .aml hour of the meeting and the reason or 
reasons for the meeting. The notice of a meeting shall be~ to be delivered when deposited in the United States mail 
addressed to the member at his address as it appears in the records of the Association,. with postage thereon paid. 

[d] Place of Meeting.. The Board shall designate the plaeefor all meetings. 

[el Open Meetings. Regnlar and special Board meetings shall be open lo the property owners. The Board shall keep minntes 
of the Board's actions and distmssions and make these minutes avm1able to the membership. 

(fJ Board Meetings. Board meetings will be announced by mail, clcctronically trans.milted, or by posting in a conspicuous 
location(s), 10 days prior ifby mail, or 72 hours prior ifby electronically or posting. 1he announcement shall include the date, 
time, location and the gcncralsu}6ects of the meeting (agenda). Conspicuous location may include posting in the entry gate, on 
the ,website, and/or by email It is the owner's respoDSt"bility to keep an updated email on file with the association. Board 
members will be constrained to theannouncedagendafordeliberations and votes.. However, the Board (and management) may 
answer questions for members in the audience and take recommendations for future agenda items after the meeting is 
adjourned. Any emergency action taken that was not on the agenda shall be handled as descn"bed in the fo11owing section. 

[g] Executive Seosions (C1osed Meetings). The Board of Directors may adjourn from an open board meeting and 
teCOD\-'ene in a closed Executive Session to consider actions involving personnel, pending or threatened litigation, contract 
negotiations, enforcement actions, COID:JDmrications with Association atlomey, matters involving invasion of privacy of 
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owner/members. and confidential matters wherein the effected partie:; request prlvacyancl the Board agrees. Following an 
Executive session, any decisions must be swnmaru.c<l orally and placed in the minulCS:, in gcnend terms without breaching 
privacy and privileged iuronnation. Any expenditure., approved in Executivc S=ion must be explained.' 

[h] Emcrga,.cy lloard Action. Tbe Board 1D3¥ meet by auymethado[co""""""""oon. including electronic, iclephonic, 
without.prior noticf: to owneis if each board member can hear and be heatd by eveey- olher board member, or the Board may 
take action by unarumous written consent to oonsider routine and administrative matters or a reasonably unforeseen emergency 
or urgent necessity that requires immediate Board action. ADY action taken in sueh miannounccd meeting will be articulated and 
included in the_next o~ ~ minutes. In9!1 ~m,eling. the Board will notaddtoss: lines, damage assessments, 
foreclosure action. levying special asst s:ncn•1y mcreasc m assessments, appeals from Architectmal Control Committee action 
suspension of an owner's rights, nor shall they initiate enforcement: action ( except temponuyNSlnining otder.s or violations ' 
that are a threat m health or safety). 

6.03 Procedures for Electing Directors. 

[a] Nominations, Nominations for the Board of Directors must be .i.WmiUed to NHOA bySeplember 1, of each election year. 
NHOA will publish the DamC-5 of all qualified applicants on the Association Web site and post them on the posting board at the 

· association's office. 

[b J Tbereallcr, oominations may be made by the membership at large by subnrltting the ,,..,.. and qualifications of such 
nominees to the Election C.omtniltee. accompanied by:: (J) a statement signed by the nominee that he or she will accept the 
nomination and serve if elected, and (2) the written endorsement of at least fifty {So) different members, and the Election 
Committee must receive docmmmts no later than October lSt, in order to qualify, have information published and be placed on 
the ballot 

· [ c] The names and qualifications of all nominees will be plaoed on the Association website. 

[d] Ballols shall be mailed, or electronically lransnrltted lo all members no later than twenty {2o)da)'s prior to the dosing date 
for acceptance of ballots. . 

[e] All voting shail cease oU November 20th and·all bailots post-marked or received in the Association office on or before said 
date, shall be acted upon by the Elect.ion Committee in accordance with 6.01[c]. The nominees receiving the largest number of 
votes shall be deemed ekctcd. In the event of a tie, the affected no~ will draw for position in the prcseuce of the E1ection 
Committee. 

[fJ No owner may be a awdidatc or member of the Board if the owner has been convicted of a felony or a crime of .moral 
tmpitude. Remowl from tbe Board is automatic. 

6.04 Special Elections. Special Election to Replace One orMOI"e Dh:ectots Removed by a Vote of the Members. 

(a] A Nominating Committee shall have no more Ulan forty-five (45) days from the date of removal of one or more Director.; to 
submit lhcir nominees {not more than two (2) per vacancy) m the EJcclion Committee. 

[b] Additiooal nominations may be made by the membership at large by subnrltting the names and q,llilili<ations of such 
nominees to the Flection Committee, accompanied.by: (t) a statement signed by the nominees that he or she will accept the 
nomination and serve if elected, and (2) lhe written endorsement of at least fifty (so J different me.ml,ers. Sucb additional 
noDlinces also must have all docu:ments and must be received by the Election Committee no later than twenty (20) days from the 
date of removal of the Directm(s) in order to qualify and be p1aced on the ballo~ 

(c] The election Committee shall, within fifteen (15) days thereafter submit a ballot to all membecs for a vote to fill the vacancies 
fur the uoexpired tenos of those removed. The members shall be giwn thirly (30) da)'s ID cast their ballots. The Election 
Committee shall certify the results of the election not more than seven (7) ~ after the closing date fo!' the aoccplance of • 
bailols. ThenomineesJ"ttciving the largest number of votes shall be deemed e1ectcd..Jn the event of a fie, the affected non:JJ.DCe.s 
will draw for position in the presence of the Election Committee.

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7Jd, Powers and Duties. The Boatd acting as a unit with quorum present as prcscribcd by these Bylawsshail have all powers 
an ~~for the adminislration of the affairs of the Association and for the operation and maintenance of 
=-~facilities.The Board may do all such act,; and lhingsexreptas by law or by these Bylaws 1hat IWIY not be delegared 1o 

7~03 ~Cl' Powers and Duties. Such powers and duties of the Board shall include,. butshaD not be limited to lhe following. 
all of which shall he done far and on behalf of the members of the Association: 

[a] To admimster aad enfon:e the Articles, Coveaants, aad the Bylaws of the Association aad supplemeats and amendmea!S 
thereto. 

lb] To_ establish, make and enforce compliance with, such reasonable rules and procedures as may be necessary for the 
operation, use and~ of Association Facilities, with the right to amend same from time to time. A copy of such rules and 
procedures shall be delivered, mailed, or electronicaily transmitted to each member promptly upon lhe adoption thereof. 

[c] T~ Keep in good order, condition and repair the Association Facilities and all itcins of personal property owned by the 
Association and used by the members in the enjoyment of the Association. Facilities. 

I dJ To obtain and maintain al all times, insurance issued by :respoDS1Dle insurance companies authorized to do business in the 
State of Te,w, covering Association Facilities ( or such portion thereof as arc insurable) insuring loss or damage against fire, 
other stnndard hazards, sprinkler leakage. debris removiil, cost of dem.olitio~ vandalism, malicious mischief windstorm and 
water damage. The.Association shall not be respoDSJl>le for procurement or maintenance of any msurance ~ng the l\abfilty 
of any member not caused by or connected with the Association's operation or maintenance of Association fucilities. Insurance 
coverage for items of personal property belonging to a member though situated from time to time in or upon Association 
Facilities, is the responmoilityof eaeh member. · 

[e] To prepare budge"t(s) for the Association at least annually, and to levy and collect all assessments in accordance with the 
provisions of Article XIV of these Bylaws. 

[fJ To male neassaryrepall'S:, additions, alterations and minorimprovanenb to ~t 3aU: lE,C! of AMocio:tion Fneilifu:::.,, .and to 
prolong the useful life of the Faci1ities consistent with managing the Association in the best interest of the members and these 
Bylaws. 

[g] To colleet delinquent maintenance fees and other charges by suit or otherwise and enjoin or seek damages from a member 
who may be in default as is provided in these Bylaws. To enforce a late charge (or such other amount as the Board may 
determine and publish) against such delinquent members, and to coilect interest at the maximum rate permitted by Jaw, in 
connection with maintenance fees or other charges remaining llllpaid more I.ban twenty-five (25) days from billing date for 
payment thereof, together wilhall expenses. including attorney's fees incurred in the collcction tbereo£. 

[h] To enter into contracts within the scope of its duties and powers.. However, no individual board member may enter into any 
agreement or contract, verbal or written, without the approval of the majority of lhe Board. When contracting fur ongoing 
member services from autside vendors ( outsourcing), the Board will prepare a Request for Proposal (RFP) spccifymg the terms, 
conditions, guidelines, bonding and other conditions expected of the vendor and seek bids from reliable providers. lf the initial 
outsoureing contract is over $250,000.00, excluairig conl:racls for road maintenance, it must be ratified by an affirmative vote of 
a majority of the members of the Association voting. The requirements of this section 7.03 [h] are .in addition lo any budgeting 
action taken under Article XIV. These requirements for outsoutcing are not satisfied. by budgel:aly actions under .ArticJc XIV. 

[i] To establish a bank account or acoounts for the Association which are requirod or may be deemed advisable by the Board. 

U] To ensure that the books and aoeounts of the Association shall be kept in accordance with income tax basis of accounting. 
The books and accounts shall have an annual compilation and complete financial statements prepared by a Certified Public 
Accountant The Board can request an inspection based on agreed upon procedures.A copy of the report. kept in the As.social.ion 
office, shall be made available for review upon request of any member as soon as it is received and approved by the Boord. The 
report of sunmuuy thereof will be published on the As.wciation web site. 

[k] To carry on the administration of the Association and lo do all those things necessary and reasonable in order to,cany out 
the government and the operation of the Association.

8.06 Secretary. The Secretary shall keep all minutes Of the meetings of the members and of the Board in one or more books 
provided for that purpose; see that notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these Bylaws or as required by 
law; be custodian of the records and of the seal of the Association and see that the seal of the Association is affixed to all 
documents, the execution of which on behalf of the .Association uoder its seal is dully authori7..ed in accordance with the 
provisions of these Byl.nvs; and in general perform ail duties incident to the office of Secretary and sw:b other duties as may be 
assigned by the President or lhe Board.

Except as provided 
in Section 9.03,, all checks. drafts,. notes or other orders for payment of money shall be signed by the Treasurer and 
countersigned.

9.02 The Community Manager is the highest-ranking emp]oyce of the Association and is :respon51O1e for the supervision and 
direction of all other employees. 111e Manager or bis or her designee is solely responsl°ble for hiring, suspension and/ or 
termination of ail other association employees and to ensure compliance wilh ail applicable Federal & State employment laws 
and employment policies eslablislred by the Boanl. He/she is aecountableonly lo the Board through the President of the Board 
for all matters~ 

9.03 The Community Managersballbe designated as anAssistmtlo the Treasurer.

10.01 Appointment of Committee Members. The President shall appoint members lo all committees and may designate 
the chair of each, with both actions subject to approvaJ by the Board and specific requirements in the Article • .Ail committee 
members shall be Association members in good standing. Anyoommittee, in which the chair has not been designated, shall 
select a chair as its first order of business. All committees are accountable to the Board. the responsibility of the Board.shall not 
be delegared to any committee.

12.01 This Association shall have the power to indemnify any Officer or Director of Nocona Hills Owners Association and its 
wholly mmed subsidiaries thereof, who was, or is a party, or is threatened to be a party to any threatened, pending or completed 
action, suitor proceeding. whethei-civil, criminal. administrative, or investigative (whether or not by or in the right of the 
Association) by reason of the fact that sucli person is or was an officer or Director of the Association, against expenses 
(including. but not limited to, attorney's fees and cost of the proceeding),judgments, fines and amounts paid in settlement 
actually and reasonable incurred by him in connection with or in defense of such action, suit or procccding if such person acted 
in good faith and in a good manner which such person reasonably belicvod lo be in or not opposed to the best interests of the 
Association; pro~ that with respect to: (1) criminal action or proceeding. such person had no reasonable cause to b¢lieve 
that his conduct was unlawful; or (2) any civil claim, issue or matter, such person shall not be guilty of gross negligence or willful 
misconduct in the performance of his duties to the Association. Termination of any action, suit or proceeding by judgment. 
order, settlement. or upon a plea of nolo contendere or its equivalent,. conduct was unlawful. or that such person did not act in 
good faith or in a manner which he i:easonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best interest of the Association,. all such 
matters being detcnnincd solely and exclusive},y for the purpose Qf iodernnificatinn as herein provided. 
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12.02 Indemnm<,ation under the prec,ding paragraph shall be made by the Association only as authorized in each specific case 
upon the determination that indemnification of such person is proper in the circwnstanoes because he bas met the applicable 
staodards of conduct as set forth herein. Such determinatlon shall be made (1) by the Boan! by a majority vole of a quorum 
consisting of Diroctor who were not parties lo such action, suit or proceeding; or (2) if such a quorum is not obtainable, by (a) 
.indeperidcnt legal counsel in a written opimon, or (b) a majority vote of.membeis casting ballots in a Special Election. No 
member shaJl be disqualified from voting because he is or was a parl;y to any such action, snit or prooeeding. lodemni.fication so 
determined may be paid. in part, before the termination of such action, snit or proceeding upon the receipt by the Association of 
an undertaking by or on behalf of the person claiming such indemnification to repay all sums so advanced if it is subsequently 
determined that he is not entitled thereto as provided in this Article.
