@ Information About Brokerage Services

i s Texas law requires all real estate licensees to give the following information about
brokerage services to prospective buyers, tenants, sellers and landlords.

TYPES OF REAL ESTATE LICENSE HOLDERS:

« A BROKER is responsible for all brokerage activities, mcluding acts performed by sabes agents sponsored by the broker.

= A SALES AGENT must be sponsored by a broker and works with clients on behalf of the broker.

A BROKER™S MINIMUM DUTIES REQUIRED BY LAW (A client |s the person or party that the broker represents):
®  Put the interests of the dient above all others, inchuding the broker's own interests;

*  |nform the client of any matenal information abouwt the property or transaction recaived by the broker;

®  Answer the chent's questions and present any offer to or counter-offer from the client; and

#»  Treat all parties to & real estate transaction honesthy and Eairly.

A LICENSE HOLDER CAN REPRESENT A PARTY IN A REAL ESTATE TRANSACTION:

AS AGENT FOR OWMNER (SELLER/LAMDLORD): The broker becomes the property owner's agent through an agreement with the owner,
usually in 8 'written lsting to sell or property management agreement An owner's agent must perform the broker's minimum duties
gbove and must inform the owner of any matenial information about the property or trensaction known by the agent. including
information disclosed o the agent or subagent by the buyer or buyer's agent

AS AGENT FOR BUYERTEMNANT: The broksr becomes the buyeritenant's agent by agresing to represent the buyer, wsually throwgh a
written representation sgreement. A buyer's agent must perform the broker's minimum duties abowe and must inform the buyer of amy
material information about the property or transaction known by the agent, including information dischosed to the agent by the seller or
seller's agent.

AS AGENT FOR BOTH - INTERMEDIARY: To act as an imtermediary between the parbies the broker must first obtzin the writien
sgreement of each party to the fransaciion. The writien agreement must siete who will pay the broker and, m conspicecus bold or
underlined print, set forth the broker's cbligations 8= an intermediary. A broker who acts 25 an infermediany:
= Must treat all parties to the transachion impartially and faarky;
=  May, with the paries’ written consent, appoint a different license holder essociated with the broker to each parly (owner and
buyer) to communicate with, provide opinions and adwice to. and camy out the instructions of each party to the transaction.
- Muat not, unless specifically suthonzed in writing to do so by the party. disclose:
that the owner will accapt a price less than the writhen asking price;
that the buyertenant will pay a price greater than the price submitted in 8 written offer; and
any confidential information or any other information that a parly specifically instrucis the broker in writing not i
dizclose, unless required to do 5o by law.

AS SUBAGENT: A license holder acts as & subagent when aiding a buyer in & trensaction without an agreement to represent the
buyer. A subagent can asaist the buyer but does not represent the buyer and must place the interests of the owner first

TO AVOID DISPUTES, ALL AGREEMENTS BETWEEN YOU AND A BROKER SHOULD BE IN WRITING AND CLEARLY ESTABLISH:
= The broker's duties and responsibilities to you, and your obligations under the representation sgresment.
= Who will pay the broker for services provided to you, when payment will be made and how the payment will be calculated.
